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A house has been broken into at 38 Karekare Rd in the valley over the last

few weeks.

Karekare neighbourhood support group
In 1995, prompted by several security incidents in the

valley, the community set up a Neighbourhood

Support Group (NSG). The entire valley includ-

ing all side roads was divided into eight sec-

tors and the coordinators of those groups

compiled telephone lists which were 

confidential but which could be used as

telephone networks when there was an 

incident to report.

The police provided each household with a kit

containing information on all aspects of NSG. We also

put NSG signs on the roads leading in and out of the valley.

The system works if people report an incident to their coordinator, no matter how 

trivial it might seem at the time. This way problems can be anticipated, and by being

vigilant we can have a safer community. 

One advantage of our valley is that there is only one way in and out, and all comings

and goings are seen by someone. It is remarkable how quickly information can be

gained about a suspicious vehicle or person in the valley. 

The system now operates on an email network which connects over 50 homes.

A valuable feature of the NSG is the way that it puts neighbours in touch with each

other. While we all value our privacy, it is also important to be aware of the larger

community, and simple consideration of one's neighbours will make Karekare a safer

place for all.
