Sculptor Louise Purvis and the Waitakere Pacifica Arts Group also had studios in the
building and while Louise’s studio is no longer usable as the building has been
condemned, she fortunately did not lose any of her tools or possessions. Like Neil, the
Pacifica Group unfortunately also lost most of their possessions.

More
consultation
over ranges
protection

Waitakere City Council is taking a cautious
approach to long term protection of the
Waitakere Ranges.

On May 26th the Council decided to
extend consultation on a plan which may
better protect the Waitakere Ranges and
their foothills from development. The project
was sparked by some community group
suggestions that the current protection for
the Ranges may not be sufficient in the long
term- despite a large part of the bush area
having been made a regional park, District
Plan rules and Council funding to combat
pests and weeds.

Research was conducted on the state of
the Ranges and foothills, what values people
place on them, and how current
management roles are working. Dozens of
meetings and workshops were then held with
land owners and other stakeholders. Whilst
there was widespread agreement that the
Ranges need to be protected, the Council
feels that any "package" of measures needs
to have more community input.

Chairperson of the Council's
Environmental Management Committee,
Penny Hulse, says that the extensive
consultation to date has raised a number of
issues, with the most contentious being
proposed legislation. Any legislation would
effectively "freeze" the current District Plan,
meaning it would not have to be reviewed.
Councillor Hulse says that any protection
package must not only take into account
environmental concerns but also those of
property owners.

The Council will now undertake further
consultation with landowners, residents and
the wider community. A report on timelines
for the project overall will be brought back to
the June Council meeting.

Councillor Hulse was also delighted at the
number of people who attended the last
meeting (around 100).

"Its not a case of environmentalists on one
side and developers on the other," she says.
"Everyone sees the Ranges as unique and
wants them protected. It's how that happens
that we need to work on together."

by the Watchman Bridge on Beach Road.

Flax and other hardy low growing natives
were planted at the time but these have
struggled against high winds, agressive
weeds and some neglect.

The aim of further clearing and planting
will be to push back the boundry of invasive
weeds, especially Bamboo, and to plant the
area as thickly as possible with more flax
and bird attracting natives to facilitate
regeneration of the area between the road
and the stream.

Pulling power
for polygala

The ARC are taking seriously our Landcare
attack on Polygala around the cave area.
Many abseilers have been spotted from
Weedfree Waitakere around the cave
area pulling weeds out whilst hanging
from ropes. Karekare Landcare appreciate
that the ARC see this weed as a threat to
the ranges if this area is not contained
soon. Thankyou to the locals who turned
out last month on the not-as-steep slopes
below the cave to pull out more peaplant
and afterwards to help gorge on the
chocolate easter eggs.
