The usual format for our race day has 3 classes of galloping races:  Hacks (races 3 & 8), Ponies (races 4 & 9) and Faster horses (races 2 & 6). The last race is open to all (race 10). However, with enough notice, we are happy to include races for any other large group. The programme may be changed depending on entries received. Races 2, 3 and 4 are short sprints – one length of the beach – about 500m.

Race 1: Helen and Laurie Birks Memorial Race12 noon. This is for local horses and riders only. The winner receives a silver cup.

Race 2: Pohutukawa Glade Sprint 1.00 p.m. A short sprint – one length of the beach – about 500m - for thoroughbreds and faster horses.

Race 3: Pararaha Sprint 1.20 p.m.– short sprint for hacks.
Race 4: Winchelsea House Sprint
 1.40 p.m.–short sprint for ponies.
Race 5: Sandfly Sprint 2.00 p.m.– Kidz Kartz club 

Race 6: Lone Kauri Stakes 2.20 p.m.–loop race for the faster horses. 

All loop races consist of two lengths of the beach – up to 1000m - with a wide turn marked out with barrels at the end of the beach, where all riders turn towards the sea outside all the barrels, then straighten up for the run to the finish line. 

Race 7: Farley Stakes 3.00 p.m.– Kidz Kartz club

Race 8: Watchman Stakes 3.20 p.m. Loop race for hacks
Race 9:. Opal Pool Stakes 3.40 p.m. Loop race for ponies.

Race 10: The Cauldron Scramble  4.00 p.m. This is a fun race for teams of 2 people + 1 horse or pony, no galloping, more of an obstacle race.

How to get to Karekare on the day

From the Scenic Drive, take the Piha road. The most direct route to Karekare beach is Karekare road which is very steep. You need good brakes and to drive down in low gear. However, we strongly advise all horse vehicles to take the earlier turn down Lone Kauri Road. Please follow the signs.

On arrival:  all riders please report to the entry tent as soon as possible, to collect your free race card with full instructions for the day. Numbered saddle cloths and coloured T-shirts to wear for your race must be collected one hour before your race starts. Saddle numbers and T-shirts must be returned promptly after your race. Any horse not checked in half an hour before the start of their race will be scratched.
